Decorate (and get the kids fo help!} or irim costumes, "goody bags," and other oon‘tainers%ﬁ S
with reflective tape that will glow in the beam of a car's headlights.
Reflective tape can be purchased at bicycle, hardware, and sporting goods stores.

Make sure costumes are short enough so they olon't cause children to tnp or fa!i

Children should wear well-fitting, sturdy shoes. S
Masks should not impair a child's hearing or field of vision. if necessary, eniarge ear and sye
holes, or use makeup to create special effects. Tie hats and scarves securely {0 prevent them
from slipping over children's eyes.
