The Preliminary PUD shall be presented to t he publ ic at a workshop. This workshop is to be advert ised 

in a manner consistent with Florid a St atute. In addition, each property owner in the PUD and each 

property owner within 1,000 feet of the boundary of the PUD shall be notified of the workshop. 

Substantial compliance with the provisions of this policy regard ing the va rious methods for provid ing 

notice shall be sufficient to constitute notice to all affected pa rties. Comments from the public 

shall be documented by t he appli ca nt and included in a letter to Lake County. 

C. Final PUD 

Following t he informational workshop described in t he Prelimina ry PUD phase, a Final PUD shall be 

prepared as a M as t e r PU D appli cation . At a minimum, thi s plan shall consist of the following 

elements: 

• A detailed land use plan indicat ing the dist ribution, extent and loca tion of land use 

districts including design standard s fo r the va rious dist ricts proposed in the land use plan, 

including: 

o Purpose and intent of districts; 
o Permitted land uses; 

o Consistency with the WWUSA Policies 
o Distri ct development standards, including:

Density 

Floor Area Ratio 
Impervious Surface Rat io 
Setbacks 

Height limitations 
Other regulations as deemed necessary. 

• A deta iled natural and scenic resource plan that ident ifies significant natural and scenic 

resources within the PUD and out li nes specific measures to ensure the protecti on and, 

as appropriate, preservation, restorati on and management of areas containing these 

resou rces.

A detai led transportation plan containing, at a minimum, the following: 

o A roadway plan con taining the genera l locati on of all arterial and co llector roadways 

necessary to serve the PUD, their right-of-way w idth, and design cross section. 

o A WC plan conta in ing the general location of all bikeways and multi-use trai ls in a 

manner wh ich connects residential neighborhoods with employment districts, reta il 

ce nters, parks and schools. 

o A repo rt demonstrat ing the PUD's impact on transportation faci li ties and 

documenting the timing and estimated cost and funding sources for needed 

transportation improvement s. Each PUD shall ana lyze the cumulative traffic impact 

of all previously approved PUDs within the WWUSA on the area road network. 

A detailed public facilities plan identifying public facili ti es. At a min imum, th is plan shall 

address: 

o Potab le water 

o Re-use water 

o San itary sewer 

o So lid waste 

o Parks and trails 

o Publi c schoo ls (if any) 
o Law enforcement. fire protection and emergency services (if any) 

o Non-potable water demand shall uti lize Alternative Water Supplies , such as 

recl aimed water, w hen ava ilable. The availabi lity of, and requirement to use and 

connect to, Alte rnative Water Supplies will be det ermined during the PUD approval 

process unless other low quality wate r sources are authorized by the 51. Johns River 

Water M anagement District pursuant to part II of Chapter 373, F.S. 

Identifica tion of spec ific procedures to faci litate intergovernm ental coordination to address 

extra jurisdictional impacts from the PUD. 

• A matrix indicat ing compliance with the specific requirements of Sec. 163.3245. Florid a 

Sta tutes. 

The Final PUD app lication sha ll be submitted to Lake County for review and recommendation by the 

Planning & Zon ing Board and approval by the Board of County Commissioners. 

Policy 1-8,7.4 Changes to an Approved PUD 

Any add ition or deletion of property or changes to the land use district boundaries in an approved 

PUD sha ll fo llow the process for adoption of a PUD . It shall include an eva luation and ana lysis of t he 

impacts to the approved or planned land uses and the ab ili ty of the proposed amendment to meet the 

principles and standard s set forth in the WWUSA. 
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Policy 1-8.7.5 Development Approvals within a PUD 

Once a Mas t e r PUD as a PUD applicat ion is adopted by the Board of County Commissioners, 

all applications for development approval (i.e .. subdivision plans, site plans, lot sp lits, and special 

exceptions) shall be eva luated for compatibility and compl iance with t he adopted PUD. 

Policy 1-8.7.6 Urban Service Area Build-out Date 

The planning horizon for the WWUSA is projected to be 2040. 

Policy 1-8.7.7 Developments of Regional Impact 

Nothing in the WWUSA shall limit or modify the rights of any person to comp lete any development 
that has been authorized as a development of regional impact pursuant to Chapter 380, Florida 
Statutes, or who has been issued a fin al local development order and development has commenced 
and is continuing in good faith . 

Policy 1-8.7,8 Existing Approved Development 

Avalon Groves PUD (Ordinancell 2012-10 / ORB 4141 PGS 961-980) may develop and continue until 
adoption of a PUD, which includes a portion of the Avalon Groves PUD's lega l description. The PUD shall 
address the phasing out of any Ava lon Groves PUD use or other entitl ement that is not approved and or 
recognized by the WWUSA policies. Avalon Groves PUD shall be allowed to redistribute approved density 
and open space within the existing boundary of the PUD and such red istribution shall not require an 
amendment to the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan o r be deemed to be a substantial 
amendment to the existing PUD; however, the approved minimum/maximum limitations of the PUD shall 
not be altered. Substantial changes to an approved PUD will require the abandonment of the PUD. 
Proposed development within an aba ndoned PUD will be subject to the WWUSA Future Land Use 
categories and goal, ob jectives and policies. 

If this policy is rendered unenforceable or interpreted by a court or administrative body in any way that 
causes an impairment or other adverse change to the Avalon Groves PUD, then: (j) the owner of any lands 
within such PUD sha ll be deemed to withdraw from the WWUSA unless such owner affirmatively elects 
to remain part of the WWUSA (to the extent required this provision shall constitute Lake County's 
authorization for the owner of any lands within such PUD to voluntarily withdraw from the WWUSA); and 
(ii) upon such withdrawal, the PUD shall remain in full force and effect and all deadlines in such PUD shall 
be automatica lly extended for the number of months from July 21, 2015 until the date of such withdrawal 
or until litigation is resolved. 

Policy 1-8.7.9 Existing Conforming Commercial and Industrial Operations 

Existing, conform ing commercial and industrial operations in the WWUSA shall be allowed to continue 
their operations until a PUD is adopted. The PUD will address allowable uses and location criteri a of all 
commercial and industrial uses.

Policy I-S.7.1O Annexation by the City of Clermont 

It is anticipated that a large portion of the WWUSA area may be annexed into the City of Clermont. The 
County shall seek to incorporate procedures for such annexations into Interlocal Service Boundary 

Agreements to provide consistency and predictabil ity to landowners seeking to deve lop property within 
the planning area. 

Policy I-S.7.11 Conserv II 

Conserv II is designated as Wellness Way 4 and is comprised of propert ies owned and used by Orange 
County and the Ci ty of Orlando for a wate r reclamat ion project. Porti ons of this property may be deemed 

unnecessary for either existing or future needs of the project. Therefore. the County and City (as 
app licable) (or ass ignees or successors) may requ est that such propert ies be included in PUD's in the 

Urban Service Area. The land uses w ithin PUD's may be blended for residential. nonresidential or open 
space uses throughout PUD regardless of designati on . 

OBJECTIVE I-S.S FINANCING 

Deve lop financing mechanisms that support the WWUSA's economic development goals whil e ensuring 
the equitab le distribution of infrastructure cost s. 

Policy I-S.S.1 Potential Funding Mechanisms for Regional Infrastructure 

Each PUD sha ll identify the revenue sources implementable by county ordinance (or by resolut ion of a 

dependent district created by county ordinance) as the public shares of a funding partnership to provide 
essential reg ional infrastructure including transportation, public safety and park im provemen ts requ ired 

to implement the economic deve lopment uses incorporated in the PUD. Potential revenue sources may 
include, but are not limited to, specia l assessments co llected as non-ad va lorem assessments on the ad 
va lorem tax statement pursuant to sect ion 197.3632, Florida Statutes; impact or mobility fees that are 

PUD specific; alloca tion of a portion of the transportation needs component in a regional or countywide 
impact or mobility fee ; dedication of tax increment funds within identified tax increment areas; and 

utility capacity assessment fees and advanced fundi ng agreements with the appropriate utility providers. 
A density bonus of two (2) dwelling units per acre may be granted to a PUD for right-of-way donated for 
arteri al or co llector roads. 

Policy I-S.S.2 Funding Mechanisms for Site Specific Infrastructure 

Within each PUD, the transporta ti on related infrast ructure and other infrastructure necessary to 
accommodate the econom ic goals of specific sites or individual development shall be incorporated as a 

cost requirement of site development either directly or provided as a funding component of any 
dependent or independent district created to provide regiona l infrastructu re. 
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Policy 1-8.8.3 Phasing of Regional Infrastructure 

To the maximum extent poss ible. regional infrastructure shall be phased as necessary to support 
economic development of specific sites or individual developments within each PUD and as required to 
meet economic expectations of the property bearing the burden of the infrastructure costs. Such site 
development infrastru cture shall be. to the maximum extent possible. integrated with adjacent 

infrastructure and incorporated into the cap ital improvement plan of the County, the ad jacent 
municipaliti es , the Florida Depa rtment of Transportation work plan or the appropriate utility provider. 
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
